Rapid Toxicology will be used for all suspected drug overdoses and cases in which drugs may be involved.
1. Each Rapid Toxicology kit contains a mouth swab, collection tube with liquid and chain of custody sheet.
2. Remove mouth swab and collection tube from package.
3. Place swab between cheek and teeth for 15 minutes. Record start and finish time.
4. At the end of the 15 minutes remove the swab from the mouth and place in the collection tube with liquid, replace cap on collection tube and shake for 30 seconds.(If collection tube does not have any liquid in it throw that tube away and use a tube that does have liquid.)
5. Fill out information needed on the collection tube( collection date and sample ID)
6. Place collection tube in the provided bag and seal.

7. Fill out the chain of custody paperwork with the required information and scan the document into the Rapid Tox folder in the computer file. Afterwards, place document in the bag with the collection tube. 
8. Take chain of custody paperwork and collection tube and place in the UPS Laboratory Pak and seal.

9. Take Laboratory Pak and place in the UPS drop box located across the street from the office or any designated UPS drop off location.

10. You will be notified of your results by the email that you listed and by fax within 24 – 48 hours. Once results are received save a copy in the computer case folder related to the test and print a hardy copy for the office folder.
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
